And finally, we mark 20 years of ministry in
Idaho! In 2005, Paul Spence and his family moved
to Horseshoe Bend to launch Youth Dynamics
Adventures Idaho. Using the nearby Payette River
and the surrounding mountains for rafting,
climbing, and skiing, the team built something
truly special. It's been amazing to see God grow
Youth Dynamics Idaho into a thriving ministry—
complete with dedicated property for staff
housing, offices, and a youth center.

What is Sweet Spot Ministry?

Over the years, we’ve discovered something powerful: significant
spiritual growth in young people happens when two key
elements come together—a meaningful relationship with a
trusted leader and the life-shaping experience of adventure. We
call this Sweet Spot Ministry.

It’s the moment when a young person steps into the challenge
and beauty of adventure and begins to build a genuine
relationship with a leader who listens to their story, shares God's
story, and walks with them through their own journey of faith.

And the impact? It's undeniable. On our multi-day adventure
experiences, nearly one-third of students make a decision to
follow Christ. That’s the power of relationship, trust, and the

presence of God in these sacred spaces. @
